COURSES

Classes will run from Monday to Friday. Students registered on Individual or Closed Group Courses may
choose their start date. Students are to arrive at 9:45am on the first day of their class. Each class shall last
for a period of 60 minutes. Whilst classes typically take place throughout the morning, should this for any
reason not be possible, the school reserves the right to reschedule classes for the afternoon. A placement
test (compulsory, except in the case of absolute beginners) and the final examination both count towards
the total number of hours of study. Attending all classes and completing the course will not necessarily
guarantee progression to the next level.

In the unlikely event that just one student is assigned to a particular level on the basis of his/her placement
test results, the group classes for which he/she is registered will be converted into individual ‘one-to-one’
classes and the standard 4 hour day will be replaced with 2 hours of private tuition.

ALTERATIONS

The student may not alter his/her course once classes have begun. Students wishing to change their level
must first speak to the Director, who will authorise it providing that it will be of benefit to the student.
